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THE  CONSTITUTION,  PLAYING  RULES  AND  SPECIAL  RULES  OF  THE  BERKSHIRE  YOUTH CRICKET  LEAGUE
CONSTITUTION

1.  TITLE

The title shall be the Berkshire Youth Cricket League (hereinafter known as “The League”).

2.  OBJECTIVES  AND  ACCOUNTABILITIES

(a) The objectives of The League shall be the organisation of cricket within a competitive framework for junior sections of clubs affiliated to the England & Wales Cricket Board (ECB), through their own County Board.

(b) The League is accountable to the Berkshire Cricket Board (BCB).
3.  LEAGUE  COMMITTEE  AND  OFFICERS
(a) The affairs of The League shall be vested in a Management Committee comprised of the Officers of The League: being a President, Chairman, Deputy Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and Fixtures Co-ordinator, and not less then three other officials, duly elected at an Annual General Meeting. A representative of the Berkshire Cricket Board shall be nominated by the Board as ex-officio to the committee. The Management Committee shall have the power to co-opt a representative from any Member Club and likewise fill any vacancy until the following Annual General Meeting, at its sole discretion.

(b) The Management Committee shall have the power to create sub-committees as it considers necessary.
(c) No business shall be conducted by the Management Committee, unless fifty percent of its members are present.

4.  FUNCTIONS  OF  THE  MANAGEMENT  COMMITTEE

(a) The Management Committee shall meet at least three times a year and will be responsible for the administration of The League, and will have the power to decide on any matter not provided for in the Constitution and Rules. Any proposals shall be decided by a simple majority with each member of the Management Committee having one vote. In the event of a tied vote the Chairman, or his nominated deputy, shall have the casting vote.

(b) The Management Committee shall control the finances of The League and be responsible for the efficient running of its own bank account(s).

5.  SPONSORSHIP
The Management Committee will be responsible for the arrangement of sponsorship and for maintaining good relations with the sponsor.

6.  ANNUAL  GENERAL  MEETING 
(a) The Annual General Meeting will be held on the last Tuesday in November at a venue to be arranged by the Management Committee. Each member club will receive notice of the AGM no later than twenty-one days before the date of the meeting.

(b) Each member club may send as many delegates to the AGM as it so wishes but will only have ONE vote in the event of any elections or proposals requiring a ballot.

(c) The Management Committee shall be entitled to vote either as a committee member or on behalf of their member club but not both. In the event of a tied vote the Chairman, or his nominated deputy, shall have the casting vote.

(d) The following business shall be carried out:

  To receive the Chairman`s report

  To receive and adopt the audited statement of accounts

  To elect the Management Committee as per Rule 3(a)

  To elect an auditor.

Any other business of The League that, in the opinion of the Management Committee, may be carried out.

(e) Matters relating to amendments to the Constitution, Competition Rules and League format shall require a majority of two-thirds of the votes available at the AGM. Other proposals may be decided by a simple majority.

(f) A quorum for the AGM shall be two-thirds of the member clubs invited to attend.

(g) The Management Committee or any club may submit proposals for alteration of the Rules for the following season. Notice of these proposals shall be given in writing to the League Secretary not later than 30th September preceding the AGM. Such proposals shall be considered by the Management Committee and their recommendations sent to all member clubs. Such proposals for recommendations shall be included in the agenda of the AGM.

7.  EXTRAORDINARY  GENERAL  MEETINGS
An EGM may be convened by the Management Committee at any time or may be convened within twenty-one days on receipt by the Secretary of a written notice signed by not less than six member clubs. All business that is conducted will be in accordance with Rule 6 (b), (e) and (f).
8.  FINANCE
(a) The financial year ends on 30th September, following which an audited account shall be prepared and sent to member clubs with the notice convening the AGM.
(b) The League Account shall be held by a local bank as decided by the Management Committee. Cheques drawn on this account must bear the signature of the Treasurer and either the Chairman or Secretary.

(c) All members of the Management Committee shall be entitled to be reimbursed against any costs or expenses arising from the proper performance of their duties.

(d) A membership fee, to be determined by the Management Committee, shall be paid to The League Treasurer and must accompany the application form for each team entered. Such fees are non-refundable.

(e) A fine of £20 shall be levied on any member club failing to be represented at the AGM or any EGM.

(f) A fine of £10 shall be levied on any member club failing to be represented at the Fixtures meeting.
9.  LEAGUE  DISPUTES

(a) In the first instance, any dispute or disciplinary matter shall be submitted to the appropriate Divisional Secretary within 7 days of the situation occurring. The Divisional Secretary has the authority to make a decision on behalf of the Management Committee unless the dispute involves, or affects, that Divisional Secretary`s member club.

(b) If necessary, the dispute or disciplinary matter will be referred, within 7 days, to an `Adjudication Committee`, consisting of the Deputy Chairman, the Secretary (unless their club is involved), and a league committee member, whose member club is not involved or affected by the matter.
(c) Should any dispute or disciplinary action not be resolved under 9a or 9b an `appeal` can be made to an “Appeals Committee”, consisting of the Chairman of the Berkshire Youth Committee, a representative of a member club and chaired by the President of the Berkshire Youth Cricket League. The decision of the Appeals Committee is final and binding.

10.  EXPULSION

The Management Committee has the power to expel any club. The motion for expulsion must be supported by two-thirds of the members present at the Management Committee meeting.

11.  WINDING  UP

In the event of the Berkshire Youth Cricket League being wound up a final statement of accounts shall be prepared and audited. If these accounts reveal a deficit every member club at the date of winding up shall contribute equally to clear the said deficit. If a surplus is revealed it shall be equally divided among the member clubs or otherwise used to support junior cricket in Berkshire.

PLAYING  RULES  –  LEAGUE  COMPETITIONS
1.  ELIGIBILITY  OF  PLAYERS

(a) Team Managers will be responsible for the eligibility of their players after the commencement of the Youth League programme. Team lists, together with the players’ dates of birth, should be exchanged prior to the match.

(b) Players are not allowed to play league matches for more than one club in the league without the prior written approval of the Committee Secretary.

(c) No transfers between teams of clubs will be allowed after the closing date of the divisional stages of the League Competitions, as defined in the Special Rules for each group.
(d) Clubs entering more than one team in the same age group are not allowed to have internal transfers between the teams.

(e) Clubs fielding ineligible players may lose all points won in any match. If these include the points for a win, they may be awarded to the opponents.

(f) Girls are allowed to play in an age group up to two years younger (i.e. a girl who is not yet seventeen may play in an under fifteen team), except in the Under 13 and Under 15 County Cup Competitions when they must conform to the age group rules as stated in Cup Rules.
2.  MATCH  ARRANGEMENTS

(a) The Competition will be divided into Regional Divisions as agreed by the Committee from year to year.
(b) A Divisional Fixtures framework will be provided by the Fixtures Secretary similar to that provided for senior clubs. Within that framework member clubs will arrange and agree the exact match date at the Fixtures Meeting. Every effort must be made to play the match on the date agreed at this meeting.

(c) If a match is cancelled for reasons other than adverse weather, the team not responsible for the cancellation may   claim 20 points, unless any subsequent match distributes the points according to Rule 5b. The league must have written approval from both clubs, if one is seeking the points for a cancelled league fixture.
(d) (i) In a match terminated early due to adverse weather conditions a result can be reached provided that the team batting second has completed at least ten overs. In this case the winning team will be that which has scored the most runs at the end of the side batting second`s last fully completed comparative over. If the scores are level then, in divisional matches a tie will be the result. At the knock out stages, including the final, Playing Rule 6(b) will apply.

     (ii) Matches may only be cancelled or a reduction in overs allowed for the following reasons: ground unfit for play, inclement weather, poor light or due to the late start of a match because of travel difficulties,
   (iii) The team managers may agree to play a shorter match with an equal number of overs per side. However, to achieve a result a minimum of 10 overs per side must be bowled. In a shortened game the bowling restrictions should be reduced accordingly on a pro-rata basis (i.e. sixteen to twenty overs – four overs maximum; eleven to fifteen overs – three overs maximum; ten overs – two overs maximum). In Under 11 matches there will be no reduction in the three over limit.

(e) Any matches not played by the closing date for the divisional matches, as defined in the Special Rules for each age group, shall be declared null and void and no points will be awarded.
(f) The appropriate divisional secretary should be informed of any rearranged games immediately and these should be played within three weeks of the original fixture date. (Also see Special Rules 2011 : Under 17) 

3.  RULES  OF  PLAY

(a)  Each side has one innings of 20 x 6 ball overs.
(b) Captains shall toss on the field of play at least 10 minutes before the scheduled start of play.

(c)  The Laws of Cricket shall apply to the game.

(d) One new cricket ball is to be provided by the nominated home team and is to be used for both innings. (see Special Rules for U9 and U12/U14 Girls matches)
e) Each team is responsible for providing its own umpire who should not, wherever possible, be the team manager.

(f) No bowler shall bowl more than four overs in a match (see Special Rules for U9 and U11 matches).

(g) Each team is responsible for its own scorer who must also record the run accumulator of the batting side, at the end of each over, in the scorebook.

(h) In a completed match the team with the most runs in its innings shall be the winner.

(j) In the event of the scores of both teams being equal at the end of the match the result shall be declared a tie.

(k) Before the toss is made, and if both managers agree, a white ball (of the appropriate size) can be used instead of a red ball.

4.  DISCIPLINE

Conduct on the field of play is the responsibility of the team manager through his team captain, and the umpires.
5.  RESULTS:  DIVISIONAL  STAGES

(a) The Manager of the winning team is responsible for notifying the relevant divisional secretary of the result within 3 days of the fixture taking place.  The fully completed and signed score-sheet should be sent to the relevant divisional secretary within 7 days by post or email.
(b) Points will be awarded as follows:

    (i)   Winning Match
20 points

    (ii)   Tied Match 
10 points each

    (iii) In the event that a match is affected by adverse weather and a result cannot be obtained under Playing Rule 2(d), within the scheduled time frame, then each team shall be awarded 5 points. The league must have written approval from both clubs if one is seeking the points for a cancelled league fixture. 

    (iv)  Void Match
No points to either side.
    (v)  Bonus Points are available to both teams in a tied match or to the losing team in a winning match.
    (vi)  Batting Bonus Points (U13, U15 and U17):

           1 point at 40 runs scored; 2 at 60; 3 at 80; 4 at 100;

           & 5 at 120 (maximum)
           Batting Bonus Points (U11):

          1 point at 50; 2 at 60; 3 at 70; 4 at 80; & 5 at 90 (max) 
   (vii)  Bowling bonus points – 1 point for every two wickets taken.

   (viii) In both batting and bowling the maximum bonus points available are 5.

   (ix)  In the event of a side having less than eleven players, their opponents will be awarded the full 5 bonus bowling points, when the batting side is bowled out.
(c) The winner of each division shall be determined as follows:
   (i)   The team scoring most points

   (ii)   If still equal, the team having won most matches

   (iii)  If still equal, the team having the better average of:

WICKETS  LOST

6.  RESULTS:  KNOCKOUT  STAGES

(a) Divisional winners will go forward into a knockout competition.
(b) Match winners will be decided as per Rule 3h. In the event of a tie the team passing through to the next round shall be decided as follows:

 (i)  The side which has lost fewer wickets,

 (ii) If still equal, the side with the higher score at the end of 19th over. If still equal, the side with the higher score at the end of 18th over, etc, etc, to a minimum of the 10th over.

 (iii) If still equal, by the toss of a coin by the team   managers.

(c) The Management Committee will:

 (i)  Organise the County Final for each age group,

(ii)  Arrange the appointment of umpires for each County Final,

(iii)  Provide match balls for each County Final.

(d) The winning club in the County Final will become the County Champions for that year.
SPECIAL  RULES  2011
GENERAL  RULES  FOR  ALL  AGE  GROUPS

1.  SAFETY  GUIDANCE  ON  THE  WEARING  OF CRICKET  HELMETS  BY  YOUNG  PLAYERS

A helmet must be worn by young players when batting and when standing up to the stumps when keeping wicket against a hard cricket ball in matches and in practice.  Players should regard a helmet with a faceguard as a normal item of protective equipment when batting against a hard ball, together with pads, gloves and, for boys, an abdominal protector (box).

There is a British Standard (BS7928:1998) for cricket helmets and it is in the best interests of players to ensure that their helmet conforms to this standard.

2.  FIELDING  REGULATIONS

The ECB has extended the existing regulations covering the minimum fielding distances for young players in all matches in England and Wales where a hard ball is used.

No young player in the Under 15 age group or younger shall be allowed to field closer than 8 yards (7.3 metres) from the middle stump, except behind the wicket on the off side, until the batsman has played the ball.

For players in the Under 13 age group and below the distance is 11 yards (10 metres).

These minimum distances apply even if the player is wearing a helmet.

Should a young player in these age groups come within the restricted distance the umpire must stop the game immediately and instruct the player to move back.

In addition any young player in the Under 16 to Under 18 age groups, who has not reached the age of 18, must wear a helmet and, for boys, an abdominal protector (box) when fielding within 6 yards (5.5 metres) of the bat, except behind the wicket on the off side.  Players should wear appropriate protective equipment whenever they are fielding in a position where they feel at risk.
3.  AGE  GROUPS

All age groups are based on the age of the player at midnight on 31st August in the year preceding the current season.

4.  MEMBERSHIP

The membership fee will be £10.00 for each team entered into the League in 2011.
UNDER  9

1. 10 Players in a team. Start with 200 runs.
2. Bat for 3 overs in pairs (15 over match)
3. 5 runs deducted for each lost wicket – batsmen should change ends on the fall of a wicket except on the last ball of over or on a run out (the batsman out does not face the next ball).   All U9 games shall be played without the use of bails. The umpires’ decision in response to an appeal shall be final.
4. Wides and No Balls count as a penalty of two runs, in addition to any runs scored.  No extra ball will be bowled except in the last over. Bowlers are limited to 2 overs.  Every player will bowl ONE over, with FIVE players able to bowl a second over. This includes any player who keeps wicket. A delivery which passes or would have passed on the full above waist height of the striker standing upright, may still be capable of hitting the stumps. In such circumstances this delivery should be deemed unfair and called a “no ball”.
5. Normal Laws of Cricket apply but players will not be dismissed LBW unless they deliberately block the ball to prevent it hitting the wicket.  Even if wearing a helmet, no player is allowed to field within 11 yards of the middle stump, except behind the wicket on the off side, until the striker has played the ball.
6. Managers may umpire and a degree of coaching is allowed. Underarm bowling is permitted.
7. A 3oz junior incrediball is to be used and no special equipment is needed but a protector is compulsory.  Helmets are optional. Batting and wicket-keeping gloves should be encouraged but pads are not necessary. Kwik Cricket bats may be used.
8. The boundary should be no less than 25 yards from the middle of the wicket which should be 16 yards long. Stumps should be the smallest available. All types of artificial wicket are acceptable.
9. Clubs must enter their players names and dates of birth on the Play Cricket site, via their club websites, which will negate the need for these to be entered on the team sheet at games.

10. The winning team will be the one with the highest net score at the end of their innings. Two points will be awarded for a win and one each for a tie. If teams are level on points at the end of the league matches the highest cumulative net run rate will determine the divisional winners.
11. All results should be entered by Clubs on to the Play Cricket website within 72 hours of the date of the game, however, a team sheet should still be provided to the opposition and the result sent to the Divisional Secretary (as per Rule 5a).
12. The winners and runners-up of each division will go into a knockout quarter-final stage.  The Final will be played at one of the Finalists grounds. The two finalists will toss for venue in conjunction with the League Chairman. The winner of the toss will play at home and the loser will have the choice of whether to bat or field first. Neutral umpires will be provided by the League but they will not necessarily be professionally qualified. The last divisional matches must be completed by Sunday 24th July. The quarter finals must be played by Sunday 7th August. The semi-finals must be played by Wednesday 31st August.  The Final will be played on a date mutually convenient to both finalists but not later than Sunday 11th September.

1. a)  A 4¾ oz. ball will be used.

    b)  The pitch will be 20 yards long.

2. Bowlers are limited  to 3 overs.

3. When a batsman reaches or passes 25 runs they must retire, but may return, after all other wickets have fallen, in the same order in which they retired. 

4. Wides and No Balls count as a penalty of 2 runs, in addition to any runs scored; but no extra ball is allowed except in the final over. 

5. a) The winners and runners-up of each division will go into a knockout quarter-final stage . All divisional matches must be completed by Sunday 24th July.  
    b)  The quarter- finals must be played by 7th August.
    c)  The semi-finals must be played by 31st August.   
    d) The County Final will take place on Sunday 4th September at Sulhamstead & Ufton CC starting at 2:00pm.

1. a)  A 43/4 oz. ball will be used.

    b)  The pitch will be 21 yards long.

2. When a batsman reaches or passes 30 runs they must retire, but may return after all other wickets have fallen in the same order in which they retired.

The third placed teams in West and South East Divisions will play-off for the last quarter-final place with the West team at home. All divisional matches must be completed by Saturday 23rd July.

     c)  The quarter-finals must be played by 7th August.
     d)  The semi-finals must be played by 31st August. 
     e) The County Final will be played on Sunday 4th September at Sulhamstead & Ufton CC starting at 10:00am.

1. a)  A 43/4 oz. ball will be used.

The final will be played on a date mutually convenient to both finalists but not later than Saturday 3rd September

2. a) The winners and the runners-up of each division will go into a knockout quarter-final stage as does the third placed team in West Division.  The third placed teams in Central/East and South East Divisions will play-off for the last quarter-final place with the Central/East team at home. All divisional matches must be completed by Saturday 23rd July.
     b)  The play-off game must be played as soon as the teams are decided and by Saturday 30th July at the latest.
     c)  The quarter-finals must be played by 7th August.
     c)  The semi-finals must be played by 31st August.
     d) The County Final will be played on Sunday 4th September at Sulhamstead & Ufton CC starting at 10:00am.
UNDER  15  DIVISION  2
1.  When a batsman reaches or passes 50 runs they must retire, but may return, after all other wickets have fallen, in the same order in which they retired.

2. a) The winners and the runners-up in the two divisions go into a knockout semi-final which must be played by Sunday 31st July.
     b)  The Final will be played at one of the Finalists grounds. The two finalists will toss for venue in conjunction with the League Chairman. The winner of the toss will play at home and the loser will have the choice of whether to bat or field first. The final will be played on a date mutually convenient to both finalists but not later than Saturday 3rd September.

UNDER  17

1. a) Rearrangement of fixtures as per Playing Rule 2f.
     b) The main period of examinations will be excluded when rearranging any fixture and for 2011 the inclusive dates are from Friday 13th May to Friday 10th June.

     c) If both managers agree fixtures can be arranged during the Half Term period. 
2. a) The winners and runners-up of each division will go into a knockout quarter-final stage. All divisional matches must be completed by Sunday 24th July.

     b)  The quarter-finals must be played by 7th August.
     b)  The semi-finals must be played by 31st August.
     c) The County Final will take place on Sunday 4th September at Sulhamstead & Ufton CC starting at 2:00pm.
GIRLS  COMPETITIONS
An U12 Softball League and an U14 Hardball League, starting on the 22nd May 2011 is planned.  There will be an U12 Festival on Sunday, 8th May at Thatcham Town CC and an U16 Festival on Sunday, 15th May at Falkland CC.  
Please note that the Rules still have to be agreed and will be forwarded to Clubs later and published on the website.

Berkshire  County  Cup  Competitions  -  Rules

1. a) All games MUST be played on the published date except when adverse weather intervenes or when one of the clubs has a player(s) involved in a Berkshire Youth county fixture.  

      b) The qualification for the county games are: U14 and U15 Berkshire Youth games for the U15 cup competition and U12 and U13 Berkshire Youth games for the U13 cup competition.  These will be checked with the relevant county manager before the clubs are given dispensation to re-arrange the game.
      c) Should the Home side not be able to provide a ground on the published date they can either arrange the game at a neutral ground or ask their opponents to stage it at their ground. 
2. a) For all re-arranged games the home club, if possible, should give a choice of three dates. The game must be played by midnight on the Wednesday before the date of the next round (eg: a 1st Round game must be played by May 19th – U13 or by May 26th – U15).
      b) In the case of adverse weather preventing the game from being played, a winner must be decided by a coin toss or a bowl-out.
      c) If a winner is not declared, the cup divisional secretary must declare the tie void with the opponents in the next round being awarded a walkover.

      d) No other exceptions will be allowed for clubs to rearrange cup games and the tie can be awarded to the non-offending club.

3.  a) An appeal can be made to the cup secretary in cases where a mutually convenient alternative date cannot be agreed.  The divisional secretary will select up to three dates and offer these to the clubs involved.  If a mutually convenient date cannot be selected from these dates, the cup secretary will refer the dispute immediately to the 'Cup Adjudication Committee'.
      b) The Cup Adjudication Committee will consist of the Chairman of the Berkshire Youth Cricket League, a BYCL committee member and chaired by the President of the Berkshire Youth Cricket League, providing that their clubs are not involved in or affected by the matter.  In such a case other members of the BYCL committee will be requested to serve. This committee will resolve the dispute by awarding the tie to one of the clubs or by declaring the tie void and awarding a walkover to the opponents in the next round.  The decision of this committee is final and binding.
Playing Rules

The ECB National Competition Rules apply to both cup competitions.  A copy of the rules will be sent to the specified club manager or club youth coordinator by the ECB in April.  It is the responsibility of each club to ensure that these rules have been received.
